Dear Parents,

We are pleased to announce that our Year 5 & 6 children will be given the opportunity of joining North Cerney, Southrop and Hatherop Schools on a residential tour to Nord including Lille and St Omer in France.  The date for the residential is Tuesday 11th June to Friday 14th June 2019.

The children will be staying at Le Chateau d’ebblinghem set in a rural location 8km east of St Omer and a 45 minute coach trip from the channel crossing. The accommodation will be in dormitory style bedrooms with 4 beds per ensuite room. We have exclusive use of our own accommodation block with its own dining facilities. The children will be visiting the Memorial Museum Passchendaele and will also be taking part in a chocolate workshop and demonstration along with visiting other areas of interest whilst on residential. The cost of the trip will be approximately £400.00. The cost will cover food, accommodation and an extensive activity list. A final price will be sent to parents once activity lists are confirmed but we do not expect the amount to change substantially. 

We will be travelling on a collective passport for all of the schools. Although we will not need your child’s passport we will require your child to have a British passport and we will need their passport number. We will also require your child to have a European Health insurance care (EHIC) and this will need to be handed into the school. Please note that parents who are in receipt of Universal Credit, Income Support, Income Based Jobseekers Allowance and support under the Immigration and Asylum Act 1999, and whose total family income does not exceed £16190 are exempt from paying board and lodging, however can still provide a contribution towards this should they wish to do so.
The charge has been decided in accordance with our charging policy and The Department of Education charging for school activities guidance. For a full breakdown of costs please contact Mrs Armstrong.
We would like to make it clear that this contribution is entirely voluntary from yourself, and there is no obligation for you to submit this payment; however, as we are unable to cover the full cost, insufficient funds will result in the visit being unable to go ahead. If we have already received donations prior to the cancellation of the trip, please be assured that these will be refunded to parents in full. We would also like to inform you that, should you decide not to make a contribution, neither you nor your child will be treated any differently. All donations are greatly appreciated and will mean that, if we can cover the full cost together, we will be able to enhance your child’s learning in the way in which we believe is most beneficial. If you would like your child to take part but are unable to contribute to the costs in full, please contact me as soon as possible to discuss further.
